How many students are in each class?

2-Day Preschool           Tues & Thurs     8:30-11 am
3-Day Preschool           M,W,F              8:30-11 am
5-Day Preschool Plus    M-F                 12-2:30 pm
Morning Pre-K             M-F                  8-11 am
Afternoon Pre-K           M-F                 12-3 pm

Preschool begins in September and ends in May.

Preschool is capped at 14 students per class. 
Pre-K is capped at 16 students per class.

Do you offer before and after school care?
Yes. Our Extended Care program is available from 7
am until 6 pm on the child's school days.

How is faith integrated into preschool?

How does Pre-K at St. Vincent prepare
children for Kindergarten?

Our Pre-K students are well-prepared with the social,
emotional and academic skills necessary for success in
Kindergarten and beyond.

What is 5-Day Preschool Plus?
Our 5-Day Preschool Plus class is a half-step between
Preschool and Pre-K. Children may attend Pre-K or
Kindergarten the following year, depending on their
readiness. This class is for 4-year-olds.

My child has an IEP. Will my child continue to
receive services at St. Vincent Preschool?
Yes. We partner with the local school districts to
identify needs, develop IEP's and ensure our students
receive the services outlined in their IEP's.

use room dividers to provide physical distance
sanitize toys, supplies and high touch surfaces daily
changed our drop-off and pick-up procedures to
reduce the number of people in the school building

To lessen the spread of COVID, we:

Masks are optional for preschoolers, but mandatory for
kindergarten through 8th grade students and all adults. 
Our preschoolers have adapted well to our COVID
safety protocols. We are blessed to be open every day!

I am not sure whether my child should attend
Pre-K or Kindergarten. What should I do?
Children entering Kindergarten should be at least 5
years old by August 1st. Please call the school office to
sign up for kindergarten screening. That will provide a
baseline for future discussions about placement.
Kindergarten screening typically takes place the first 2
weeks in March. 

Is there a scholarship or sliding scale for tuition?
We do not offer scholarships or a sliding scale for
preschool. Scholarships are available for K-8th. 3/21 LB

What happens in a typical day at preschool?

hang up their backpacks next to their nametag   
indicate their choice of drink
choose or rotate through Centers (subject specific
play areas designed to build knowledge and skills)
play on the playground
play with language (ex. create rhymes and rhythms)
develop social skills through dramatic play and
sharing

During a typical day, students . . .

engage in Circle Time (music, movement, prayers,
reading books, weather)
interact with the teacher one-on-one
learn to write, starting with their own name
develop fine motor skills through cutting, painting,
coloring and using play dough
enjoy snack time with their friends
learn responsibility by caring for their supplies and
cleaning up

What are the entrance requirements?
2-Day & 3-Day Preschool: 3 years old by August 1st
5-Day Preschool Plus: 4 years old by August 1st
Pre-K: 4 or 5 years old by August 1st and planning to
enroll in kindergarten the following year.
Children must be able to use the toilet independently 
Exceptions to age requirements will be considered
